The Lakes Region has be-
come noted for its medical 
facilities and businesses 

related to the health care field.
 When the time arrives, either 
for the birth of a child, emergen-
cy care or for long-term medical 
needs, there are plenty of choices 
available.
 In the area of health, well-
ness and community education 
there are more than 100 agencies 
and organizations in the Lakes 
Region, with services includ-
ing behavioral health, chemical 
dependency, screening and well-
ness education programs, health 
clinics and holistic health care. 
There are also resources such as 
shelters, food pantries and finan-
cial counseling available.
 LRGHealthcare, comprised of 
Lakes Region General Hospital 
in Laconia and Franklin Regional 
Hospital in Franklin, is a not-for-
profit organization providing a 
full array of health care services.
 Founded in 1893, LRGH be-
gan as Cottage Hospital on Court 
Street in Laconia. The facility lat-

er moved to its current home on 
Elliott Street in the early 1900s. 
Today, Lakes Region General 
Hospital is a community and re-
gional acute care facility which 

also serves as a Level III trauma 
Center. More than 100 physicians 
are on staff, almost all of whom 
are Board-certified.
 FRH is a 25-bed critical care 

facility in the Twin Rivers Re-
gion with a wide range of medi-
cal specialty areas including 
family practice, internal medi-
cine, pulmonary medicine, urol-
ogy and obstetrics, just to name 
a few. Rehabilitation services as 
well as wellness services, health 
education and exercise classes at 
the Twin Rivers Intergenerational 
Project facility are also offered.
 The Laconia Clinic, conve-
niently located in downtown, 
is one of the area’s longest es-
tablished multi-specialty group 
practices in New England. In ad-
dition to the comprehensive and 
personalized services, the Laco-
nia Clinic also provides an on-
call doctor who is available 24/7.
 In neighboring Gilford, the 
Orthopedic Professional Associ-
ation (OPA) is located off Route 
11-A in the state-of-the-art Hill-
side Medical Park. OPA provides 
complete musculoskeletal care 
by orthopedic surgeons, and has 
been doing so since 1965. Ortho-
pedic care is also available here.
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
